Kevin Blom began his career with the Florida 
Highway Patrol as a dispatcher, where he 
served more than two years before joining 
the sworn ranks in 1979. At a time when most 
troopers are considering retirement, he chose 
to begin participating in the promotional 
process. Combining motivation, experience, 
a passion for his co-workers, and a lot of 
common sense, he quickly transformed 
from an informal leader to a formal leader 
within the Patrol.
