SUBJECT: Policy Manual Revision — Direct Support Organizations

Attached, for your review and approval, are the proposed revisions to the College’s
policy on Direct Support Organizations (DSOSs).

At the time that this policy was originally written, the College had one Direct Support
Organization, The Tallahassee Community College Foundation, Inc. Since that time,
two additional DSOs have been formed, Tallahassee Community College Housing, Inc.
and Public Safety Academy Housing, Inc. This proposed revision changes the policy so
that it applies to any Direct Support Organization that may be created and approved by
the Board.

Other changes, relating to representation on DSO boards and reporting requirements
for DSOs, bring the policy into conformity with Section 1004.70, Florida Statutes.

DSO shaII prowde fuII complete and timely information to the Dlstrlct Board of Trustees-
as required by Section 1004.70 FS.
